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The following list of gear may be supplemented or modified depending on the nature of your trip.  On occasion, you may be staying in central location with lodging and meals provided and other occasions, backpack to the work site and primitive camp in the area.  Some items may be available on a loan basis. Please check with your Crew Leader.
Camp Equipment

1.  Backpack (always a good idea for transporting stuff regardless of trip format)
2.  Sleeping bag & pad (at least a 20 degree bag with ½ inch closed-cell foam pad)
3.  Waterproof, lightweight tent & ground cloth (a sheet of plastic will do)
4.  Daypack (to carry water bottles & lunch to work site, or for day hikes)  If you are purchasing something new, consider a small pack with a  hydration system such as Camel Back.      
5.  Nalgene water bottles or canteens (at least four 32 oz.)
6.  Personal mess kit (bowl, mug, fork, spoon)  
7.  Flashlight or head lamp w/extra batteries
8.  Pocket knife, lighter (or storm proof matches) and compass (if you are planning on taking hikes during your off time, consider carrying a topographical map of the area).
Clothing
1.  Rain poncho or jacket w/pants
2.  Sturdy hiking boots (w/steel shank & good ankle support)
3.  Comfortable socks (thick, synthetic fibers to dry fast, plus sock liners – no cotton)
4.  Long pants (for trail work)
5.  Shorts (to wear in camp or day hikes)
6.  Long-sleeved shirt (for trail work)
7.  Short-sleeved shirt or tee-shirt (to wear in camp or day hikes)
8.  Underwear
9.  Comfortable camp shoes (e.g. sandals)
10.  Pair of good work gloves
11.  Bandanas (used as sweat bands, wash cloths, pot holders, etc.)
12.  Hat (with brim to guard against sun) & stocking cap (to stay warm at night)
13.  Wool or synthetic sweater or lightweight jacket
14.  Fleece, sweats or thermal underwear
15.  Lightweight pack towel (avoid cotton bath towels if backpacking)
Miscellaneous Items
1.  Personal first aid kit (with moleskin, blister kit, personal medications, etc.)
2.  Toiletry kit (toothbrush & paste, deodorant, soap, razor).  Shampoo if car camping.
3.  Sunglasses, sunscreen & lip protection
4.  Ziploc bags – small & large
5.  Pillow (or pillow case to stuff clothes in to make a pillow if backpacking)
6.  Camp chair (small, lightweight for backpacking)
7.  Individual packs of Kleenex and Wet-wipes (or hand cleaning gel).  Baby wipes are one of the best personal hygene items you can carry.
8.  One roll of toilet paper & hand scoop (if backpacking)
9.  Earplugs (for those who want a good night’s sleep in case there are snorers!)
10.  Small books or pocket-size games for camp entertainment
11.  Binoculars, camera, film & batteries (disposable cameras are great)
12.  Chord for clothesline or other uses, backpackers hammock
13.  Emergency whistle
************************************************************************
NOTE:  Avoid bringing bulky items in order to keep the weight of your pack down.  Also, it’s a good idea to bring extra clothes & toiletries in a separate duffle bag (left in vehicle) for the trip home.
Camp stoves, kitchen gear and water filters are typically provided by host agency.  Crew leader will advise participants if these are necessary.
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
